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Rules governing the emission of EM radiation

1.
All objects emit radiation.  The kind (wavelength) and amount both depend on the 
object's temperature.  The emitted radiation is often invisible.

2.
Hot objects emit energy at a higher rate than cold objects.

3.
The wavelength at which maximum emission occurs shifts to shorter wavelengths as an 
object's temperature increases.
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
